ABOUT THE PROGRAM


Catch a rare glimpse into the world of  early 17th-century notation for both voice and keyboard. Carlo G’s 
recently discovered manuscript captures the style with unprecedented specificity of  notation. Enjoy the 
timeless spirit and musical history of  these sacred songs, interspersed with Gwen’s original keyboard 
intabulations of  Alessandro Grandi’s Vidi Speciosam in the old style that Carlo G so meticulously preserved, 
and selected movements from the Castell’ Arquato manuscript.


ABOUT THE ARTISTS


Gwen and Audrey are weekly collaborators at the Church of  St. Ignatius of  Antioch, where they have 
performed songs from the Carlo G manuscript for their musical and pedagogical value. The church’s chamber 
choir, formed in 2022 under Gwen’s direction, has become a pioneer in ornamenting early choral masses and 
motets.
