Johann Pachelbel is celebrated for his piece Canon in D, which has become an icon of
Baroque music and a phenomenon in the modern musical vernacular. This concert
explores Johann Pachelbel’s brilliant keyboard works on the harpsichord including
inventive variations, introspective suites, and playful fugues. The program concludes with
an improvisation on the timeless bassline from Canon in D, inspired by Pachelbel.
